· The geography teachers are particularly interested in making connections, as it ties into what they teach as well.

· The librarians have also agreed to order related books and make a display around the expedition featuring the arctic.
· Are there regional, state, national, or international conferences that you would be interested in presenting this experience to? 

· I have already submitted a proposal to speak at the IB conference in The Hague, Netherlands, in October 2017, which hosts teachers and other school-oriented professionals from Europe, Africa and the Middle East.

· I may be able to present at SGIS (Swiss Group of International Schools) or CIS (Council of International Schools) conferences

· I would also like to find an opportunity to work with Team Squirrel on presenting together at other conferences, such as the Polar 2018 conference in Davos, Switzerland in June 2018.
