Public Outreach Strategy
1. Do you have strategies for presenting to other area schools about your experience? Does your administration support this and do you have a means to handle requests?

· I have spoken to the communications department at school, and we will explore the idea of giving a presentation to a local Gymnasium (Swiss pre-university high school), possibly with some student liaisons. He thought it would be best to do after the expedition takes place.
2. What strategies do you have for sharing your expedition with local media? Does your school or your researcher’s institution have a media liaison who can assist you with this job? 

· I have talked with the communications department in my school to see if they can be of help in this, and they are hiring a freelancer to write a short story about my expedition. It will be shared with the school community, and then possibly with the local community after the expedition takes place. A German-speaking student at school would also be able to help translate this information for the local community.
· I will also check with Cory to see if his university has a media liaison that we can use to spread the word in his local area.
