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Potential professional development with teachers from other schools will be done by emails and I would like to send my lessons to CPALMS which is a website run by my school district. This website allows other teachers in the district to download and use my written lesson plans in their own classrooms. I also intend to share with fellow science teachers in my school by presenting my experiences at a PLC (planning) meeting and by sharing the lesson plans I create with other teachers in my school and in the district.

I will have a link to my journal and PolarTREC page on my personal website, the school’s website and the county’s websites.  I will also put information on my Canvas Page (provided by the school district) which both teachers and students can access. A canvass page allows you to post lessons, videos, and communicate with other teacher and students. It is a new program that the district is starting for the 2017/2018 school year. 
My administration is supporting me. The School district has also been extremely helpful. I am working with the district’s media liaison. I have plans for me and my students to be interviewed by the local news station. I am also conducting an interview with one of the local magazines and I am filing out a district press release. The media liaison has asked for a press release and picture to put on the district website.
