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I plan to share this experience in as many ways as possible.

· September 2010, I conducted a session at the Boonshoft Museum of Discovery's Fall Teacher Inservice Day. I partnered with Robyn Sweet, past PolarTREC teacher, to present a session on Polar Science.

· May 2011, I had a message on the National Science Teachers Association “Science Matters” Ohio Eblast about the expedition and asking teachers who were interested in collaborating to contact me.  I received about 10 teacher contact information and plan to follow up with those teachers individually.

· October 2011, I had a message on the National Science Teachers Association “Science Matters” Ohio Eblast about the expedition and asking teachers who were interested in collaborating to contact me.  

· As the Senior Science teacher in my District, I have contacted every science teacher with hopes of collaborating with them before, during and after my expedition.  I am excited to work with the Graham High School Marine Biology teacher, the second grade teachers who are doing the Arctic biome and the 6th grade language arts teachers who are doing a unit on explorers that incldues the first expolorer of the North Pole.  We have the technology to network within our buildings and district and our school schedules allows me the ability to visit the Elementary at the end of their school day once our school day is completed!

· I made visits to Graham Elementary and Middle School prior to my departure to engage classrooms and teachers in the expedition.

· I have presented at Science Education Council of Ohio and in fact, when the expedition was scheduled for last year, we were to have a LIVE event WITH the conference.  Unfortunately, the dates will not work for such a connection this year, but I will work to develop a session to present at the next SECO conference.

· Because of the network I have developed with Teachers in Space, I will be reaching out to all of those teachers and classrooms during, before and after my expedition.
