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Outreach Activities
A. My School – 

All the 6th graders - I shared my experience in pictures and video with all the 6th grade students at my school (not just my students). All the 6th graders also participated in the polar activities mentioned in my classroom implementation strategy.

After School Club- I also gave a talk to our Lego Robotics Club about how scientists are using robots on the Greenland Ice Sheet. I shared video of researchers testing a remote-controlled robotic vehicle that could travel to remote regions on the ice sheet and perform experiments. Students from Dartmouth were working on this robot when I was at Summit Camp.

1. Discussion Group – My running group regularly discusses current events and uses the “Great Decisions” book.  I have led discussions about the Arctic. Energy, and the Oceans as part of this discussion/running group.
